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Having taken into account existing planning permissions, land already allocated in the Local Plan and 
redevelopment potential on brownfield sites, the draft SHLAA identifies that in order to meet the borough’s 
housing needs (based on the borough council’s decision in 2005 to provide 740 new homes per year up to 
2026), greenfield sites will be needed to provide sufficient land. The final housing figure that the borough will 
have to provide is yet to be agreed. 

There are a number of options available to us to meet the agreed housing figure that have been identified 
and assessed through the SHLAA process. These options are located in four broad areas around the edge 
of Basingstoke town. We are unlikely to need to develop all of them and so are keen to understand what the 
benefits and disbenefits for developing different sites are from your point of view. 

Our Key Themes document recognises that the provision of new housing offers the following benefits:

can afford, meets their needs, and is located in a community where they are happy living.

across the borough will help provide local people with an environment that they can be rightly proud 
of. It will help distinguish Basingstoke and Deane from other places and make it an area that will 
attract further investment.

The sites that we have identified as having the potential to provide these benefits include:

Further details on each of these sites are available in the draft SHLAA which includes a site description, 
relevant planning history and our initial assessment on how suitable the site is, whether we think it is 
available and whether development would be achievable if the site was chosen in progressing the Local 
Development Framework.

In progressing our Core Strategy, we will be looking in 
more detail at what would be needed to deliver the sites included in the draft SHLAA in terms of infrastructure, 
links with existing communities, design quality and other factors. The sites will also be considered against the 
wider ambitions for the borough and the benefits that we have identified in developing our Core Strategy to 
help us decide (having appraised all of these factors) which sites to allocate.

At the end of this consultation period on the draft SHLAA, all of the comments received will be considered and 
any necessary changes will be made to the draft SHLAA before it is reported to Borough Councillors in July. A 
final SHLAA will be published in late August and it is proposed that our first draft of the Core Strategy will be 
published in October.
